What are PUP Special’s highlights?

· Current policy provisions will be used — RLI admitted A+ paper. 

· Only $1 million policy limits are available for PUP Special insureds. 

· PUP Special insureds cannot have 100/300 underlying auto limits. 

· Risks with one DWI/DUI in the household are acceptable, but require 500/500 underlying auto limits. Operators under 22/age 80 and over with DUI/DWI are not eligible. 

· A DWI/DUI should be counted as a violation in question 8 and also included in question 15 as indicated. However, the total number of violations including DWI/DUIs allowed per driver remains at three. 

· Drivers ages 20-21 and age 80 and over may have one incident each. 

· Drivers licensed less than one year and non-US licensed drivers are acceptable subject to other eligibility guidelines. 

· Drivers under the age of 20 are acceptable, but must have a clean driving record and are subject to all other eligibility guidelines. 

· The acceptable number of drivers under the age of 22 is up to four per policy. 

· Members of the household age 70 and over may now qualify for Standard II or PUP Special unless the Standard II or PUP Special is caused by questions 8 (moving violations) or 9 (at-fault accidents). 

· A risk will be able to retain the same policy number. A Preferred risk can renew as PUP Special and vice versa. A new field will be shown in the Policy Repository to make it easier to tell the corresponding tier.
